NEO-ANGLE SHOWER

This innovative style is a great
option for a small bathroom. The
shower door is centered between
two or three panels angled at
about 135 degrees. The layout
takes up less space with the feeling
of a larger shower. The angles add
style and make the shower a focal
point while maximizing space.

SLIDING SHOWER DOORS

Sliding frameless doors have a single rail along the top that
both of the doors hang on. This rail allows the doors to slide
past each other for both left and right-side openings.

CLEAR OR FROSTED GLASS

Choose your preference of either see-through clear glass or frosted glass for added privacy.

3/8-INCH OR 1/2-INCH HEAVY SHOWER GLASS

Three-eighth inch thick, tempered glass is the smaller thickness for frameless showers to maintain a solid and quality
construction. Less glass also means less cost for a more budget-friendly option. Select the larger half-inch thick glass
if you would like greater structural integrity and durability. This is the same kind of glass typically used for storefronts
so it will look stunning in your bathroom.

Hardware Options

Select the hardware finish for shower hinges,
clips and door handles to match your design style.

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MEASURE YOUR SPACE

SHOWER WIDTH
Measure the shower width from one side of the wall to the other. If you have a curb, always measure the shower width
in the curb’s center since the glass will sit in the middle of the curb. If you are on the floor, measure on the exact line

you need the glass to sit on.

SHOWER HEIGHT

Using your tape measure, note the distance from the base of your shower to the top. If your shower door will rest on
a threshold or curb, have your measurement begin at the top of the curb. If you would like your glass to be shorter
than your shower’s overall height, only measure up to where the glass or door will end. For your reference, standard

shower height is 78 inches.

MEASURING TIPS

Finalize the walls before measuring: If you
are using tile or a shower panels, install
the walls first. Always measure from the
finished walls.

Check that your walls are level and plumb:
Use a level tool to check that horizontal
surfaces are level and your vertical walls are
plumb.

Always measure twice: Take each
measurement twice and round to the nearest
1/16" for accuracy.
